DIRECTORS IMPACT OF COVID-19 EMERGENCY 

RELIEF FUNDS
Since mid-March 2020, COVID-19 Emergency Relief Funds have 

made it possible for Recovery Resource Council to provide rapid 
rehousing and permanent supportive housing services for 66 high-
risk, vulnerable populations, mental and behavioral healthcare 
outpatient treatment services for 406 veterans and family members 
in crisis, screening and referral to treatment service for 599 adults 
struggling with substance abuse disorders, and emergency financial 
assistance for temporary lodging, housing, utilities and essential 
household needs for 190 veterans and their family members at risk of 
losing their housing.

One of our clients turned to Recovery Resource Council for help 
early in the COVID-19 crisis. As stores and businesses closed their 
doors, this military veteran lost his job. As the days of quarantine 
stretched into weeks, anxiety over his health and future led to 
depression and a growing fear that he was going to be jobless and 
homeless. The Council’s Support Services staff worked with him to 
develop a strategic plan, with clear and concise activities that would 
help him through the immediate crisis, ease anxiety and depression, 
and reach more long-term goals for employment and improved 
quality of life. 

Initially, his Support Services case manager met with him several 
times a week virtually and then, with PPE items donated to our 
agency by United Way, those meetings became face-to-face.  
Within a few months, he was able to successfully work the program, 
maintain his housing, find a new job, purchase a new vehicle, as well 
as get ready to transition to a house from an apartment. When we 
started working with him, he felt that he was losing everything. The 
multiple needs of this young man could have quickly spiraled into 
dire consequences. The impact of COVID-19 Emergency Relief Funds 
turned crisis into a story of success.
